This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Our full Music curriculum is on our school website which details what each year group will be studying throughout the academic year.
Students have the opportunity to sing, play and instrument and perform as an ensemble at every stage of the curriculum. Our curriculum is based upon the premise that we want to make students more musical, and this is only possible by allowing them to play music. 
Our curriculum is informed by the model music curriculum and we have made sure to include some of the recommended pieces into our repertoire for students to either listen to or perform. We have also carefully sequenced our curriculum to make sure that students build upon prior skills and ultimately, become more musical.
We work closely with the Leeds Music Education Partnership.  


[bookmark: _heading=h.3znysh7]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	All students at Rodillian are offered the opportunity to have private music lessons with one of our 4 peripatetic staff: Piano, Singing, Drumming and Guitar teachers. We currently have just over 100 students who have 1:1 or 2:1 instrumental lessons in school. This has increased by over 50 students this year and is set to increase further next year (aim is to have 10% off the entire academy - 175 students). We currently get funding from the LMEP for FSM students. We also subsidise the 1:1 instrumental lessons for our Y10 students who are studying Music at KS4. 
Students can access two extra-curricular clubs after school- Rock Band Ensemble group and a Choir which are both open to all year groups. These are run by our peripatetic staff and supported by the Head of Performing Arts, Jamie Berry. Some students have music passes which allows them to access the practice spaces before, during and after school in their free time.
Rothwell music centre runs from the academy on a Saturday which lots of our students attend and speak highly of the music education they receive from the centre.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Students have lots of opportunities to perform throughout the year. We have 2 showcases each year: one at Christmas and a Trust-wide one in the summer. The most recent showcase was to an audience of just under 500 people. 
Year 7s take part in the Leeds Lieder singing event which was at Morley town hall last year. They learn to sing a piece of classical music and then write their own parts to accompany it.
We have a Y9 student who was shortlisted for the Futuremakers songwriting competition (from over 1000 entries down to 24) and will be performing her song at The Royal Albert Hall in July, with an opportunity to perform it again in November to a sold out auditorium. 
We have another Y9 student who was offered a record deal by Freshly Squeezed Records to sign and release her Christmas song that she wrote with her Music teacher, Mr. Berry. 
We took 37 Y8/9 students to the West End, London to watch Wicked. 
Our KS3 performers performed to some of our local residents from care homes for a Rodillian Christmas dinner. 


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Our plans this year include:
· Increase instrumental lesson numbers to 175 (10% of Academy students) before the end of the academic year 24-25
· Give students the opportunity to perform outside of school (Live at the Wardrobe etc.)
· Introduce another extra-curricular offer to students which already includes; Rock Band & Choir. 
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
